We know that a great deal of planning goes into these trips and many students, staff and families will
be disappointed. We certainly share that disappointment. However, our top priority remains the safety
of our community, and as the list of countries and regions impacted by COVID-19 continues to grow
every day, we believe it is prudent to act with an abundance of caution.

For those families impacted by these cancellations, your school principal and teacher sponsor(s) will
communicate with you directly regarding next steps in working with respective travel providers in
reviewing travel insurance policies. Should you have any questions or concerns, please contact your
school directly. We will continue to monitor all field trips and, should there be further cancellations, we
will work directly with those schools affected.

To all our families, please know that we are actively monitoring the latest information from the
Provincial Health Officer and take direction from the Ministries of Health and Education, as well as the
Fraser Health Authority. We are in regular communication with them to ensure the continued safety and
well-being of all students and staff.
